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AUTHOR'S PREFACE 

 

 

 Many things have been written in the last 20 years about this subject. Much of what has 

been written to this point was based on all that our forefathers knew and understood at that time 

about the ongoing work of Apostolic Ministry. Some of what we have learned in the past two 

decades is contained in this book and it is my hope that it will serve to clarify some of the myths and 

misconceptions concerning the function of the apostle.   

 

ñIf we do not begin to grow up as the Ekklesia, we will be unable to hear and 

obey the voice of the Spirit when it comes to the movement and purpose of 

Yahweh in this Earth.ò blh 

  

 Right revelation produces right direction. A word from Yahweh is worth more than all of 

the “church” growth information a person can accumulate in this day and hour. It is time for the 

Ekklesia to grow up and get on with the program of Holy Spirit.  

 

It is time to stop bickering and complaining about how challenging and difficult life in general has 

become and move on with Yahweh. He has empowered us to be a victorious, overcoming body of 

warring worshipers that will change the world starting with this present culture and how they are 

being governed. 

 

 The time has come for a clear understanding of what Yahweh is saying and doing in the 

Earth today. The oracles of Yahweh are arising in the land to speak the heart of the Father to a 

generation that no longer desires to retain “GOD” in their knowledge. It grieves me to think that so 

many people have accepted the dilemma of groping around in the dark with no sense of direction or 

clarity of revelation or purpose.   

 

 While it is true, we may not totally understand every detail of what Yahweh is doing in the 

earth, it is only right that we know and understand what we are supposed to be doing as it pertains to 

the Apostolic Ekklesia, today. More and more you are going to see and hear the word ñApostle.ò 

Don't let it alarm you. All of the doma and charisma gifts and anointings will begin to properly 

relate and work with Apostolic Ministry in the 21
st
 century. Our life and survival depends on it. 

 

Concerning Apostolic Order 

 

 The answer to whatever questions you might have about Apostolic Order is totally 

dependent upon your source of revelation. The question in many people's mind is: Are there any 

living Apostles today? Many denominational churches teach that with the death of the original 

apostles of Yahshua, there is no longer a need for the Apostle. 

 

 If the Holy Scripture is the primary basis and premise from which you receive revelation, 

then your understanding of foundation and government must find its credibility in the principle 

truths and patterns found in the Holy Bible: 
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I Corinthians 12:27-31   
 

27) Now you are Yahshuaôs body, and individually members of it.  

28) And Yahweh has appointed in the church, first apostles, second prophets, third 

teachers, then miracles, then gifts of healings, helps, administrations, various 

kinds of tongues. 

29) All are not apostles, are they? All are not prophets, are they? All are not teachers, 

are they? All are not workers of miracles, are they?  

30) All do not have gifts of healings, do they? All do not speak with tongues, do they? 

All do not interpret, do they?  

31) But earnestly desire the greater gifts. And I show you a still more excellent way. 
 

 Let us not reject the government and order of the first century Ekklesia for denominational 

bylaws, constitutions, or tenets of faith.  Each of us must determine whether or not the Old and New 

Testaments of the Bible are ñtrueò or ñnot true.ò If you are among those who accept the Bible as 

infallible, then you must consider the doctrine of Yahshua the Messiah as it pertains to the 

government of the Ekklesia. 

 As you read and study this book, do so with a heart to receive truth that will further establish and 

equip you. I adjure you to make a clear choice to receive the Apostle, based on the revelation of 

Holy Scripture and what Holy Spirit is saying today. 

 

 Some of Yahweh's people seem to resist the overwhelming evidence of the ongoing work 

and ministry of the Apostle. I think that it is time for us to ask ourselves why? 

 

 The designation of missionary has been assigned to many of those involved in Apostolic 

Ministry. However, the word missionary is not a Biblical terminology, nor does it adequately 

describe the work and ministry of the apostle. In the next few pages I will, beyond a reasonable 

doubt, prove that Apostolic Ministry is not obsolete, nor did it pass away with the death of the 

apostles mentioned in the Bible.   

 

So with that in mind, please read this book objectively and with a heart seeking truth that is not 

based on opinion.

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Chapter 1 
 

THE FIVE -FOLD ORDAINED  

MINISTRY GIFTS   
 

Ephesians 4:8  
  

  Therefore it says, ñWhen He ascended on high, He led captive a host of captives, 

and He gave gifts to Menò.  
 

 The word gifts in this verse, is translated from the Greek word “domaò, meaning a present: 

to make a gift of something and place it in the hands of another. A better translation of Ephesians 

4:8 might be, "And He gave gifts of men to the Ekklesia." These gifts (doma) of men to the 

Ekklesia are known as ascension ministry gifts, because they were given after Yahshua’s ascension. 

The emphasis is placed on the quality or character of the gifts given. These ascension gifts, as 

governing elders, have the responsibility, both individually and collectively, of serving and leading 

the Body of Yahshua the Messiah into maturity and completion, or equipping the saints. 

 

Ephesians 4:9-10  
 

Now this expression, ñHe ascended,ò what does it mean except that He also had 

descended, into the lower parts of the earth?  He who descended is Himself also 

He who ascended far above all the heavens, that He might fill all things. 

 

 Yahshua descended prior to His ascension for the purpose of preaching to the spirits in 

prison giving them an opportunity to hear and believe the Gospel of the Kingdom.  

 

1 Peter 3:18-22   

 

18) ñFor Yahshua also died for sins once for all, the just for the unjust, in order that 
He might bring us to Yahweh, having been put to death in the flesh, but made 

alive in the spirit; 

19) in which also He went and made proclamation to the spirits now in prison, 

20) who once were disobedient, when the patience of Yahweh kept waiting in the days 

of Noah, during the construction of the ark, in which a few, that is, eight persons, 

were brought safely through the water. 

21)  And corresponding to that, baptism now saves you --not the removal of dirt from 

the flesh, but an appeal to Yahweh for a good conscience--through the 

resurrection of Yahshua our Lord, 

22) who is at the right hand of Yahweh, having gone into heaven, after angels and 

authorities and powers had been subjected to Him.ò 
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Yahshua went to Sheol in our place and experienced separation for you and me. He received the 

penalty for our sin, which was eternal separation from the Father. He (Yahshua) was tried, 

sentenced and executed in our place and as us, on the impaling post. (Cross) His reasons for 

descending were threefold: 

  

1. He experienced death, burial and Hades so that we would never receive the full brunt of 

Yahweh's judgment and wrath again, and so we would not experience eternal separation 

from Yahweh; and so that we could be reconciled to the Father. We have been reconciled by 

His death and saved by His life. 

 

II Corinthians 5:17-21  

 

17) Therefore if any man is in Yahshua, he is a new creature; the old things passed 

away; behold, new things have come.  

18) Now all these things are from Yahweh, who reconciled us to Himself through 

Yahshua, and gave us the ministry of reconciliation, 

19) namely, that Yahweh was in Yahshua reconciling the world to Himself, not 

counting their trespasses against them, and He has committed to us the word of 

reconciliation. 

20) Therefore, we are ambassadors for Yahshua, as though Yahweh were 

entreating through us; we beg you on behalf of Yahshua, be reconciled to 

Yahweh.  

21) He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, that we might become 

the righteousness of Yahweh in Him.ò  
 

2. He preached to the spirits in prison; those who did not have the opportunity to hear the 

Gospel of the Kingdom or receive Yahshua as the Messiah. He led captivity captive and 

gave gifts unto men. (Ephesians 4:8) 

 

3. He took the keys of Death and Hell and stripped the defeated one of his rank, power, and 

authority.  The defeated one is not what he used to be.  His day has come to an end. 

 

Revelation 1:17-18 

 

17)  ñDo not be afraid; I am the first and the last, 

18) and the living One: and I was dead, and behold, I am alive forevermore, and I 

have the keys of death and of Hades. 
 

 Many other things could be said about His death, burial, and resurrection; but this book is 

about Kingdom government and Apostolic Order. His purpose for giving the “doma” gifts of men to 

the Ekklesia after His death, burial, resurrection, and ascension was so that we could continue in the 

ongoing work of the ministry He began on earth. 
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Ephesians 4:11   
 

 Yahweh gave some as apostles, and some as prophets, and some as evangelists, 

and some as pastors and teachers." 

 

 While there has been somewhat of an emphasis placed on the ministry gifts of evangelist, 

pastor, and even teacher, there has been a gross disregard for the two foundational ministries that are 

absolutely vital to the maturation and completion of the Ekklesia: Apostles and Prophets. I am not 

trying to down play the importance of evangelist, pastors or teachers in this book; but I am 

attempting to elevate Apostles and prophets to their rightful place and position in the purpose of 

Yahweh and the house that Yahshua is building. They have been reduced to missionaries and 

preachers; denied access, or in some cases, totally dismissed out of doctrine of the American Church 

System.  

 

 There is no biblical evidence, historically or prophetically, that would lead anyone to believe 

that the order and purpose of Yahweh has ever changed concerning Kingdom Government or 

Apostolic order. The religious system through its programmed activities is attempting to cater to 

everyone and every walk of life; and as a result has homogenized and diluted the true purpose of the 

gospel of the Kingdom. Anyone with a grasp on what Yahweh is saying today knows that the 

Ekklesia is not yet perfected. Apostles have been assigned to a specific mission and until that 

purpose is fulfilled they will have a big part of the house the Yahshua is building. 

 

Ephesians 4:12  
 

 for the equipping of the saints for the work of service, to the building up of the 

body of Messiah. 

 

The question is: ñWhat is the leadership equipping the Ekklesia to do?ò   

 

The answer is: ñEvangelize the world in which we live.ò  
 

 Obviously, it will take a Kingdom hearted mindset and a world-changing mentality, to 

effectively evangelize the world in which we live. Through intercession and hearing and obeying 

Holy Spirit, we can accomplish more in a short period of time than all the television evangelists and 

mission dollars could ever do in a lifetime. 

 

 Yahweh has anointed the domas, bishops and elders to train and equip the Body of Messiah 

for the works of service. To do away with or deny any of these doma ministry gifts and ministries 

would certainly dwarf the Body of Messiah in immaturity for another Millennium. Yahweh gave 

apostles and prophets to the Body of Messiah as foundational ministries. The foundation is the most 

important part of the building. Yahshua is that foundation.  
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Apostles remove the debris that is covering the foundation that has already been laid (Yahshua the 

Messiah) so that we can see the true foundation upon which to build our lives. Until the foundation 

of principal truth is revealed to a person, he/she will never be able to be established or matured into 

that full grown man. Apostles teach, train and equip men and women for Kingdom service both in 

ministry and in the market place. 

 

Ephesians 2:20  

 

Having been built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Yahshua, Himself 

being the corner stone." 

  

 Until the Body of Messiah is fully equipped and mature, the need for foundational and 

father ministry will continue. Until the building is finished, we are not complete as it says in 

Ephesians 4:13.  Until? 

 

Ephesians 4:13  

 

Until we all attain to the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of 

Yahweh, to a mature man, to the measure of the stature which belongs to the 

fullness of Yahshua. 

 

 The faster we all come into unity concerning what word says concerning Kingdom 

Government and Apostolic Order we will begin to recognize the house that Yahshua is building and 

our part and place in it. We will also begin to take on the image of Yahshua the Messiah, the perfect 

man. 

 

1 Corinthians 12:28 (Amplified Bible)  

 

 "So Yahweh has appointed (set) some in the Church (for His own use), first 

apostles (special messengers), second prophets (inspired preachers and 

expounders), third teachers, then wonder workers, and those with the ability to 

heal the sick, helpers, administrators, (speakers in) different (unknown) 

tongues."   

  

 This verse of scripture identifies and establishes Yahweh's government and authority in the 

Ekklesia. First  - Apostles, and Second - Prophets, then a combination of many different charisma 

gifts and anointings. Doma and charisma gifts work together for one purpose: That is to fully train 

and equip the Ekklesia for the works of service. 

 

 

To complete the Ekklesia. (Equip the Saints) 

 

  There are five doma ministry gifts of men and four charisma supportive ministry gifts. 

Together they work to complete the mission Yahshua assigned to them over 2000 years ago, the 

perfecting of the Saints. The body of Messiah cannot become all that they are supposed to be 

without the influence and impartation of all of the gifts and anointings of Yahweh.   
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The five doma ministry gifts are:         

 1 Apostle 

 2 Prophet  

 3 Evangelist   

 4 Pastor 

 5 Teacher 
 

The four charisma supportive ministry gifts are:   

 1 teaching = confirming, complementing, supporting 

 2 serving = helps 

 3 giving = sharing prosperity, distribution            

 4 ruling = administrations 
 

 There are three charisma gifts and anointings in addition to those above, according to: 
 

Romans 12:1-8 
  

1) I urge you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of Yahweh, to present your 

bodies a living and holy sacrifice, acceptable to Yahweh, which is your spiritual 

service of worship. 

2) And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of 

your mind, that you may prove what the will of Yahweh is, that which is good 

and acceptable and perfect. 

3) For through the grace given to me I say to every man among you not to think 

so as to have sound judgment, as Yahweh has allotted to each a measure of 

faith. 

4) For just as we have many members in one body and all the members do not 

have the same function, 

5) so we, who are many, are one body in Yahshua, and individually members one 

of another. 

6) And since we have gifts that differ according to the grace given to us, let each 

exercise them accordingly: if prophecy, according to the proportion of his faith; 

7) if service, in his serving; or he who teaches, in his teaching; 

8) or he who exhorts, in his exhortation; he who gives, with liberality; he who 

leads, with diligence; he who shows mercy, with cheerfulness. 
 

I Corinthians 12:28-31 

 

28) And Yahweh has appointed in the church, first apostles, second prophets, third 

teachers, then miracles, then gifts of healings, helps, administrations, various kinds of 

tongues. 

29) All are not apostles, are they? All are not prophets, Are they? All are not teachers, are 

they? All are not workers of miracles, are they?  

30) All do not have gifts of healings, do they? All do not speak with tongues, do they? All 

do not interpret, do they? 

31) But earnestly desire the greater gifts. And I show you a still more excellent way. 
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Those charisma gifts and anointings are: 

 

 1 prophecy - bring forth prophetic utterances 

 2 exhortation - encouraging, edifying 

 3 mercy - speaking the truth in love, showing compassion 
 

 These twelve (12) gifts and anointings (12 is the number of government) are given to the 

Ekklesia for the purpose of equipping the believer for the work of service. Do not confuse the ability 

to prophesy with the office of a prophet. Yahweh is raising up an apostolic company and a prophetic 

people; but remember, all are not prophets or prophetesses. 

 

I Cor. 14:1-3 - Pursue love, yet desire earnestly spiritual gifts, but especially that you may 

prophesy. For one who speaks in a tongue does not speak to men, but to Yahweh; for no one 

understands, but in his spirit he speaks mysteries. But one who prophesies speaks to men for 

edification and exhortation and consolation. 
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Chapter 2 
 

APOSTOLIC ORDER  - FACT OR FICTION?  
 

 Today, certain elements of the Body of Messiah believe that the Apostolic Ministry passed 

away with the death of Yahshua's twelve disciples. Most Christians know very little about the 

apostolic ministry, and they consider the apostle to be obsolete or unimportant. The Apostolic 

Ministry was established by Yahshua the Messiah. Yahshua is the premier example of The Apostle. 

By His example, the Body of Messiah may know and understand the purpose of the Apostolic 

Ministry. More and more of the Body of Messiah have heard the voice of Holy Spirit speak about 

the need to return to biblical government and order.  

 

 

This does not mean a return to Old Testament Law bound by regulations, but the re-establishment 

of the Apostolic Ministry in the earth is the will of Holy Spirit in the 21
st
 Century. Our maturity 

depends upon our receiving the apostle in our hearts. The Body of Messiah genuinely responding to 

Apostolic Ministry could determine whether this generation could be the one to see King Yahshua 

return to His Kingdom and continue to rule and reign in Earth as it is in Heaven. He is waiting for 

us to grow up. We should not be apathetically waiting for Him to return. 

 

 To determine whether the Apostolic Ministry is fact or fiction in our day and hour, we must 

first determine what an apostle is. The best example we have of a true apostle is that of the First and 

Chief Apostle, Yahshua the Messiah. 

 

Hebrews 3:1 

 

 Therefore, holy brethren, partaker of a heavenly calling, consider Yahshua, the 

Apostle and High Priest of our confession. 

 

Phillipians 2:1-11 

 

1) If therefore there is any encouragement in Yahshua, if there is any 

consolation of love, if the there is  any fellowship of the Spirit, if any affection 

and compassion, 

2) make my joy complete by being of the same mind, maintaining the same love, 

united in spirit, intent on one purpose. 

3) Do nothing from selfishness or empty conceit, but with humility of mind let 

each of you regard one another as more important than himself; 

4) do not merely look out for your own personal interests, but also for the 

interests of others. 

5) Have this attitude in yourselves which was also in Yahshua. 

6) who, although He existed in the form of Yahweh, did not regard  equality with 

Yahweh a thing to be grasped, 

7) but emptied Himself, taking the form of a bond-servant, and being made in the 

likeness of men. 
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8) And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself by becoming 

obedient to the point of death, even death on a cross. 

9) Therefore also Yahweh highly exalted Him, and bestowed on Him the name 

which is above every name, 

10) that at the name of YAHSHUA every knee should bow, of those who are in 

heaven, and on earth, and under the earth, 

11) and that every tongue should confess that Yahshua is Lord, to the glory of 

Yahweh the Father. 

 

Hebrews 2:9-18  

 

9) But we do see Him who has been made for a little while lower than the angels, 

namely, Yahshua, because of the suffering of death crowned with glory and 

honor, that by the grace of Yahweh He might taste death for everyone. 

10) For it was fitting for Him, for whom are all things, and through whom are all 

things, in bringing many sons to glory, to perfect the author of their salvation 

through sufferings. 

11) For both He who sanctifies and those who are sanctified are all from one 

Father; for which reason He is not ashamed to call them brethren, 

12) saying, ñI will proclaim Thy name to my brethren, In the midst of the 
congregation I will sing Thy praise.ò 

13) And again, ñI will put my trust in Him.ò And again, ñBehold,ò I and the 
children whom Yahweh has given me.ò 

14) Since then the children share in flesh and blood, He Himself likewise also 

partook of the same, that through death He might render powerless him who 

had the power of death, that is, the devil; 

15) and might deliver those who through fear of death were subject to slavery all 

their lives. 

16) For assuredly He does not give help to angels, but He gives help to the 

descendant of Abraham. 

17) Therefore, He had to be made like His brethren in all things, that He might 

become a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to Yahweh, to 

make propitiation for the sins of the people. 

18) For since He Himself was tempted in that which He has suffered, He is able to 

come to the aid of those who are tempted. 

 

 Our English word "apostle" comes from the Greek word "apostolos", which means one 

sent forth; a messenger; one chosen and sent with special commission as the fully authorized 

representative of the sender.  

 

 The disciples were considered apostles, not because they witnessed the Ascension of 

Yahshua, but because they were chosen by Yahshua to carry on the work of the ministry. Yahshua 

trained these twelve (12) men so that they could train men and women to continue to fulfill His 

ministry in the earth. His ministry includes foundational teaching, preaching, healing the sick, 

delivering the captives, and freeing those in bondage.  
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Yahshua still calls men to be apostles for the continued fulfillment of His ministry today. 

 

Luke 4: 18-19 

 

18) ñThe Spirit of the Lord is upon Me, Because He anointed Me to preach the 
gospel to the poor. He has sent Me to proclaim release to the captives, and 

recovery of sight to the blind, to set free those who are downtrodden, 

19) To proclaim the favorable year of the Lord.ò 
 

 They were considered fully authorized representatives of Yahshua the Messiah. They were 

His ambassadors, sent forth with the Word of Yahweh. The apostolic gifting in the house represents 

the fatherhood principle.  An Apostle is a man gifted with the ability to birth, develop, raise up, and 

release or send forth men and women to serve in the ministry or business and in all walks of life. He 

is a minister to ministers and usually represents a spiritual father in the house. 

 Contrary to popular belief, the ministry of the apostle did not end with the death of the 

disciples. Paul was an apostle though he didn't witness the ascension of Yahshua; he was appointed 

an apostle by Yahshua the Messiah. Ephesians 1:1 states that Paul was appointed by the divine 

will, the purpose, and choice of Yahweh as an apostle.  If we can receive this as fact, we can no 

longer deny that Yahweh has the same ability and desire to call, by His Spirit, men to serve as 

apostles today. There are women involved in apostolic works today as well as an apostolic company 

of people. This has all come about because of the teachings that have already gone forth concerning 

apostolic ministry in the Earth today. 

 

 Someone might say, “Who called you to be an apostle, or who appointed you to be an 

apostle?”  The answer is, “The same Person who called and appointed you to be a pastor or a 

business man.” J  

 

 In addition to Paul being an apostle, we find Silas and Barnabas operating as apostles. There 

are more than twenty (20) examples of people directly related to and doing apostolic works in the 

New Testament. You must remember that there were those who did the work of an apostle who 

were not specifically identified as apostles. Paul raised up Timothy and Titus as spiritual sons in 

Yahshua. Both of these men were sent to do apostolic works representing Yahshua and Paul. They 

were sent to establish doctrine, bring correction where needed, and to ordain elders in the church in 

every city they were sent. 

 

Titus 1:1-5 

 

1) Paul, a bond-servant of Yahweh, and an apostle of Yahshua, for the faith of 

those chosen of Yahweh and the knowledge of the truth which is according to 

godliness, 

2) in the hope of eternal life, which Yahweh, who cannot lie promised long ages 

ago, 

3) but at the proper time manifested, even His word, in the proclamation with 

which I was entrusted according to the commandment of Yahweh our Savior; 

4) to Titus, my true child in a common faith: Grace and peace from Yahweh the 

Father and Yahshua our Savior. 
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5) For this reason I left you in Crete, that you might set in order what remains, 

and appoint elders in every city as I directed you... 

 

 Yahshua is our example of an apostle and His ministry is our example of apostolic ministry. 

His ministry was that of establishing order, revealing the foundation, and teaching doctrine, healing 

the sick, casting out unclean spirits, preaching, teaching, and raising up men to carry on the work of 

the ministry. The Bible clearly shows the establishment of the Apostolic Ministry and how it is to be 

conducted. Yahshua is the pattern; the disciples did what they saw Yahshua do and spoke what they 

heard Him say as Holy Spirit revealed it to them. 

 

I John 1:1-4 

 

1) What was from the beginning, what we have heard, what we have seen with 

our eyes, what we beheld and our hands handled, concerning the Word of 

Life-- 

2) and the life was manifested, and we have seen and bear witness and proclaim 

to you the eternal life, which was with the Father and was manifested to us- 

3) what we have seen and heard we proclaim to you also, that you also may have 

fellowship with us; and indeed our fellowship is with the Father, and with His 

Son Yahshua. 

4) And these things we write, so that our joy may be made complete. 

 

 Do we have apostolic ministry operating in the Ekklesia today? Yes, Yahweh is still calling 

and anointing men as apostles, to serve the body of Messiah as foundational ministries. Remember, 

their primary function is establishing order, revealing the foundation and teaching doctrine. They 

are also responsible for serving and leading the Ekklesia into the fullness of the Kingdom of 

Yahweh. The Scripture says, ñYahweh gave some to be apostles, some to be prophets...ò  He did 

not say all were apostles and prophets, but He did establish a set pattern of order for us to follow as 

outlined in Chapter 1. It is for us to acknowledge Yahweh's order and government and to quit acting 

like spoiled, jealous step-sons “jockeying” for position next to the Father.  

   

 "First apostles" (I Corinthians 12:28), means the apostle is primarily responsible as a 

foundational part of the house that Yahshua is building, to serve and govern the body of Messiah in 

a way that represents the Father’s heart. He represents apostolic order as it pertains to government in 

the Ekklesia; just as a father is the head of the family, or the chairman of the board is the head of a 

corporation. Every doma and charisma gift and anointing must find completion in Apostolic Order 

and Kingdom Government. The apostle is very important part of the Ekklesia and all of the doma 

and with the charisma gifts and anointings must learn to function and operate together.   

 

 We will not see the completion of the house that Yahshua is building without the full 

cooperation of all of the gifts and anointings that are ordained by Yahweh to serve His purpose.  I 

am diametrically opposed the Clergy/Laity separation, that still reigns supreme in the body of 

Messiah; but I do believe and embrace the importance of Leadership/Laity cooperation.  

If the five-fold ministry is operating and properly functioning, the young believers in the house will 

become future leaders in life. 
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Chapter 3 
 

THE PURPOSE OF APOSTOLIC MINISTRY  

 
 In order to identify the purpose of apostolic ministry, we must look once again to the Chief 

Apostle and our example of true apostolic ministry in the Ekklesia, Yahshua the Messiah. Yahshua 

established order, laid foundation and set doctrine. He trained and discipled the "sons of the house," 

both men and women who became the leaders of the first century Ekklesia... These men and women 

followed order and operated within the sphere of influence (metron) given to them by Yahshua. 

 

 Establishing order does not necessarily mean something is in a chaotic mess, but it is 

revealing the foundation and instruction as to how to build on it.  It is essential that a good, solid 

foundation be laid; one that we can build upon and that will withstand the shaking of Yahweh; as 

well as, the attack of people and the enemy. In this capacity the apostle is a foundation man or 

ministry.  

 

Ephesians 2:20  

 

 ñHaving been built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Yahshua 

Himself being the corner stone.ò 
 

What are some practical examples of an apostle who establishes order?  
 

1. The areas which are wanting (or as the Amplified Bible states it ñdefectiveò).  

 

An apostle can go into an area and repair the foundation. 

  
2. A true apostle of Yahweh will be able to go into an area where there is no leadership, no 

apostolic order, and reveal the true foundation. He functions as the foundation man 

representing the Father’s heart in that area.  

3. An apostle can operate under diverse anointings at various times where necessary. In 

addition, an apostle should be training up "sons of the house,” men and women prepared to 

carry on the work of the ministry begun by the apostle. 

  
We see Paul and Barnabas fulfilling this aspect of the apostle's ministry in Acts 14:23, "And 

they ordained them elders in every Ekklesia (local work) and had prayed with fasting..."  

 

4. An apostle will establish order in those things which are lacking.  

 I Thessalonians 3:10  
 

 For what thanks can we render to Yahweh for you in return for all the joy with 

which we rejoice before our Elohim on your account, as we night and day keep 

praying most earnestly that we may see your face, and may complete what is 

lacking in your faith? 
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 This scripture indicates that apostolic ministry is a strengthening and stabilizing process. An 

apostle can come into an Ekklesia and reinforce the foundation by expounding principle 

truths and reaffirming the foundation that has already been laid. This will add strength to the 

foundation and bring stability to the local work.  

  

 We see this illustrated in Acts 15:21, ñand they went through Syria and Cilicia confirming 

(strengthening) the Ekklesia.ò An apostle will concentrate on the areas of a person's life 

that are weak and lacking. His goal is to discover the things that represent shifting sand in 

people’s lives and reveal the true foundation that when they build, they will be building on 

the Solid Rock, Yahshua the Messiah, the  foundation, and the Chief Cornerstone.   

 

3. The apostle will also set in order that which is coming behind.  In other words, the 

apostle will make it a matter of priority to ensure that the local works that are related to him, 

and those who choose to submit to his ministry, are privy to current revelation. He will also 

help and encourage those areas which are progressing rather slowly in order to keep the 

people current in what the Spirit is saying to the Ekklesia today. 

 

 We see that an apostle as one who is sent forth to do a work. He is an ambassador, one who 

bridges the gap, one who strengthens, and one who brings understanding. It is important that 

through this we do not lose sight of the fact that the apostle is not a "helps"  gift, but a "doma"  gift. 

He is part of the five-fold ordained ministry gifts of Yahshua to the Ekklesia.  

 

 He is one who operates in plurality with the other ministry gifts, (plurality meaning multiple 

ministries or presbytery, not necessarily equal in authority, function or operation).  He may operate 

as a chief among equals or visionary elder at the local level for a season.  

 

 However, not everyone called to be an apostle is graced or gifted to provide long term 

care at the local level and consideration must be given to the reality that they may not stay in one 

location for life, nor should they be bound function outside of their gifting and grace. 

 

 Therefore, it is extremely important to set elders in at the local level and to continue to go 

where Yahweh sends him. He may relate to ministries that are already established. It is their 

responsibility to receive the apostle as a sent one to them and honor and respect Him as a Father of 

the faith. 

 

What are some of the true signs of an apostle? 

 

1. He interprets prophecy. The apostle has insight into the Word of Yahweh which enables 

him to interpret and explain to the Ekklesia what Yahweh is saying and how it applies in 

your life.  
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Acts 2:14-36  

 

14) But Peter, taking his stand with the eleven, raised his voice and declared to 

them: ñMen of Judea, and all you who live in Jerusalem, let this be known to 

you, and give heed to my words. 

15) ñFor these men are not drunk, as you suppose, for it is only the third hour of 
the day; 

16) but this is what was spoken of through the prophet Joel: 

17) óAnd it shall be in the last days,ô Yahweh says, óThat I will pour forth of My 
Spirit upon all mankind; and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, 

and your young men shall see visions, and your old men shall dream dreams; 

18) Even upon My bondslaves, both men and women, I will in those days pour 

forth of My Spirit and they shall prophesy. 

19) óAnd I will grant wonders in the sky above, and signs on the earth beneath, 
blood, and fire, and vapor of smoke. 

20) óThe sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before the 

great and glorious day of the Lord shall come. 

21) óAnd it shall be that everyone who calls on the name of the Lord shall be 
saved.ô 

22) ñMen of Israel, listen to these words: Jesus of Nazarene, a man attested to you 

by Yahweh with miracles and wonders and signs which Yahweh performed 

through Him in your midst, just as you yourselves know-- 

23) this Man, delivered up by the predetermined plan and foreknowledge of 

Yahweh, you nailed to a cross by the hands of godless men and put Him to 

death. 

24) ñAnd Yahweh raised Him up again, putting an end to the agony of death, 
since it was impossible for Him to be held in its power. 

25) ñFor David says of Him, óI was always beholding the Lord in my presence; for 
He is at my right hand, that I may not be shaken. 

26) óTherefore my heart was glad and my tongue exulted; moreover my flesh also 
will abide in hope; 

27) Because thou wilt not abandon my soul to Hades, nor allow Thy Holy One to 

undergo decay. 

28) óThou hast made known to me the ways of life; thou wilt make me full of 

gladness with Thy presence.ô 

29) ñBrethren, I may confidently say to you regarding the patriarch David that he 
both died and was buried, and his tomb is with us to this day. 

30) ñAnd so, because he was a prophet, and knew that Yahweh had sworn to him 

with an oath to seat one of his descendants upon his throne, 

31) he looked ahead and spoke of the resurrection of Yahshua, the he was neither 

abandoned to Hades, nor did his flesh suffer decay. 

32) ñThis Yahshua, Yahweh raised up again, to which we are all witnesses. 

33) ñTherefore having been exalted to the right of Yahweh, and having received 
from the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, He has poured forth this which 

you both see and hear. 
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34) ñFor it was not David who ascended into heaven, but he himself says: óThe 

Lord said to my Lord, sit at My right hand, 

35) óuntil I make thine enemies a footstool for thy feet.ôò 

36) ñTherefore let all the house if Israel know for certain that Yahweh has made 
Him both Lord and Christ -- this Yahshua whom you crucified.ò 

 

2. He defends truth. A true apostle will defend the truth no matter what the cost or 

consequences, even to the point of sacrificing his own life to proclaim it.  

 

Philippians 1:7 & 17 

 

7) For it is only right for me to feel this way about you all, because I have you in 

my heart, since both in my imprisonment and in the defense and confirmation 

of the gospel, you all are partakers of grace with me. 
 

17) The former proclaim Yahshua out of selfish ambition, rather than from pure 

motives, thinking to cause me distress in my imprisonment. 
 

3. An apostle will expose heretics. A true apostle of Yahweh is someone we can depend upon 

to expose those who would attempt to pervert the truth of the Gospel or try to destroy the 

foundation already laid. In this aspect, we could say that the apostle provides a spiritual 

covering or protection. The apostle is the “spiritual building inspector,” insuring that all 

materials used are top quality and according to the standard of truth and integrity.  

Galatians 1:6-9 

 

6) I am amazed that you are so quickly deserting Him who called you by the 

grace of Yahshua, for a different gospel; 

7) which is really not another; only there are some who are disturbing you, and 

want to distort the gospel of Yahshua. 

8) But even though we, or an angel from heaven, should preach to you a gospel 

contrary to that which we have preached to you, let him be accursed. 

9) As we have said before, so I say again now, if any man is preaching to you a 

gospel contrary to that which you received, let him be accursed. 

  

4. An apostle will uphold discipline. Discipline is a word none of us really like to hear. Discipline 

in the Kingdom of Yahweh is essential to maintaining Yahweh's order. When needed, the 

apostle will apply discipline in love for the continued health of the local Body of Yahshua. 

 

II Cor. 13:1-6  

 

1) This is the third time I am coming to you. Every fact is to be confirmed by the 

testimony of two or three witnesses. 

2) I have previously said when present the second time, and though now absent I 

say in advance to those who have sinned in the past and to all the rest as well, 

that if I come again, I will not spare anyone. 
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3) Since you are seeking for proof of the Yahshua who speaks in me, and who is 

not weak toward you, but mighty in you. 

4) For indeed He was crucified because of weakness, yet He lives because of the 

power of Yahweh. For we also are weak in Him, yet we shall live with Him 

because of the power of Yahweh directed toward you. 

5) Test yourselves to see if you are in the faith; examine yourselves! Or do you 

not recognize this about yourselves, that Yahshua is in you -- unless indeed 

you fail the test? 

6) But I trust that you will realize that we ourselves do not fail the test. 
 

 Finally, in establishing the signs of an apostle, we must identify the "seal of apostleship."  

The seal is having raised mature "sons of the house" to carry on the work of the ministry. In I 

Corinthians 9:1-8, Apostle Paul wrote to the Ekklesia of Corinth and informed them that they were 

the seal of his apostleship. A seal is the stamp of approval or signet. Paul had spiritual sons, 

Timothy and a very close relationship with Apollos. They were related to Paul and they were sent 

forth to carry on the work of the ministry: establish churches, appoint elders, and do the work of an 

apostle themselves. 

 

 

I Corinthians 9:1-8 

 

1) Am I not free? Am I not an Apostle? Have I not seen Yahshua our Lord? Are 

you not my work in the Lord? 

2) If to others I am not an apostle, at least I am to you; for you are the seal of my 

apostleship in the Lord. 

3) My defense to those who examine me is this: 

4) Do we not have a right to eat and drink? 

5) Do we not have a right to take along a believing wife, even as the rest of the 

apostles, and the brothers of the Lord, and Cephas? 

6) Or do only Barnabas and I not have a right to refrain from working?  

7) Who at any time serves as a soldier at his own expense? Who plants a vineyard 

and does not eat the fruit of it? Or who tends a flock and does not use the milk 

of the flock? 

8) I am not speaking these things according human judgment, am I? Or does not 

the Law also say these things? 
 

I Tim. 3:1-16 

 

1) It is a trustworthy statement: if any man aspires to the office of overseer, it is a 

fine work he desires to do. 

2) An overseer, then, must be above reproach, the husband of one wife, 

temperate, prudent, respectable, hospitable, able to teach, 

3) not addicted to wine or pugnacious, but gentle, uncontentious, free from the 

love of money. 

4) He must be one who manages his own household well, keeping his children 

under control with all dignity 
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5) (but if a man does not know how to manage his own household, how will he 

take care of the church of Yahweh?); 

6) and not a new convert, lest be become conceited and fall into the 

condemnation incurred by the devil. 

7) And he must have a good reputation with those outside the church, so that he 

may not fall into reproach and the snare of the devil. 

8) Deacons likewise must be men of dignity, not double-tongued, or addicted to 

much wine or fond or sordid gain, 

9) but holding to the mystery of the faith with a clear conscience. 

10) And let these also first be tested; then let them serve as deacons if they are 

beyond reproach. 

11) Women must likewise be dignified, not malicious gossips, but temperate, 

faithful in all things. 

12) Let deacons be husbands of only one wife, and good managers of their 

children and their own households. 

13) For those who have served well as deacons obtain for themselves a high 

standing and great confidence in the faith that in Yahshua. 

14) I am writing these things to you, hoping to come to you before long; 

15) but in case I am delayed, I write so that you may know how one ought to 

conduct himself in the household of Yahweh, which the church of the living 

Elohim, the pillar and support of the truth. 

16) And by common confession great is the mystery of godliness: He who was 

revealed in the flesh, Was vindicated in the Spirit, Beheld by angels,  

Proclaimed among the nations, Believed on in the world, Taken up in glory. 

 

Rom. 15:17-20 

 

17) Therefore in Yahshua I have found reason for boasting in things pertaining to 

Yahweh. 

18) For I will not presume to speak of anything except what Yahshua has 

accomplished through me, resulting in the obedience of the Gentiles by word 

and deed, 

19) in the power of signs and wonders, in the power of the Spirit; so that from 

Jerusalem and round about as far as Illyricum I have fully preached the 

gospel of Yahshua. 

20) And thus I aspired to preach the gospel, not where Yahshua was already 

named, that I might not build upon another manôs foundation; 

 

I Cor. 3:1-15 

1) And I, brethren, could not speak to you as to spiritual men, but as to men of 

flesh, as to babes in Yahshua. 

2) I gave you milk to drink, not solid food; for you were not yet able to receive it. 

Indeed, even now you are not yet able, 

3) for you are still fleshly. For since there is jealousy and strife among you, are 

you not fleshly, and are you not walking like mere men? 
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4) For when one says, ñI am of Paul,ò and another, ñI am of Apollos,ò are you 
not mere men? 

5) What then is Apollos? And what is Paul? Servants through whom you 

believed, even as the Lord gave opportunity to each one. 

6) I planted, Apollos watered, but Yahweh was causing the growth. 

7) So then neither the one who plants nor the one who waters is anything, but 

Yahweh who causes the growth. 

8) Now he who plants and he who waters are one; but each will receive his own 

reward according to his own labor. 

9) For we are Yahwehôs fellow workers; you are Yahwehôs field, Yahwehôs 

building. 

10) According to the grace of Yahweh which was given to me, as a wise master 

builder I laid a foundation, and another is building upon it. But let each man 

be careful how he builds upon it. 

11) For no man can lay a foundation other that the one which is laid, which is 

Yahshua. 

12) Now if any man builds upon the foundation with gold, silver, precious stones, 

wood, hay, straw, 

13) each manôs work will become evident; for the day will show it, because it is to 

be revealed with fire; and the fire itself will test the quality of each manôs 

work. 

14) If any manôs work which he has built upon it remains, he shall receive a 
reward. 

15) If any manôs work is burned up, he shall suffer loss; but he himself shall be 
saved, yet so as through fire. 

 

 The Ekklesia cannot possibly expect to develop or even survive without the ministry of the 

apostle. It is time for the apostle to be welcomed and received by the body of Messiah. It is past 

time for them to be properly related to the elders at the local level. A pastor and all other ministry 

gifts should be related to an apostle where possible. Relationships are born and nurtured by Holy 

Spirit where two or more people walk together in agreement. If you are pastoring a local work and 

you are not related to an apostle, you should seek one out with whom you can walk and develop a 

relationship and let him be a blessing to the fellowship of believers for which you are caring.  

We must remember at all times that the people we for which we care, are not our people they are 

Yahweh’s people and they need the impartation of the apostle and prophet. A healthy work will not 

be pastor driven or controlled. It will be a people who are exposed to and embrace the many 

different gifts and anointings that are sent to them.   

  

 We are living in the most exciting times since the pages of the Bible were walked out and 

recorded. Yahweh is presently fulfilling every Bible prophecy concerning His Ekklesia in the day 

and hour in which we live. We stand in a position to complete the mission Yahshua the Messiah 

assigned to the Ekklesia over 2000 years ago. I choose to represent the living generation of covenant 

seed that completes the work and ministry of Yahshua the Messiah, thereby bringing the “Church” 

age to an overwhelming conclusion as we usher in the Millennial Kingdom. 
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 The work and ministry of the apostle and prophet as foundation men is an ongoing, vital 

part of what Yahweh is doing in the earth today. After you have come to your own conclusions, 

please consider looking to Yahshua as to whom Yahweh has joined you. He will speak to you by 

His Spirit when you meet the man whom will help you become all that He has called you to be. If 

you are a young believer or minister, make yourself accountable to that apostle as a spiritual father 

and foundation man in your life and ministry. If you are a young minister or you have a call of 

Yahweh on your life, I encourage you to look into this even more. I have personally seen the differ-

ence in my own life and ministry. 
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Chapter 4 
 

THE APOSTOLIC EKKLESIA  
 

 The day of the religious community catering to the wants and desires of the “para-church” 

ministry is over. Yahweh is requiring repentance and a specific return to order. We have operated as 

“Independent Maverick Ministries Incorporated” for as long as He is going to tolerate it. In the 21
st
 

Century Yahweh is focusing His attention on the completion of the Ekklesia. He is not interested in 

our agenda. He is dedicated to His vision and purpose for the Church. If we will abort our vision 

and adopt His vision for the Ekklesia, we will take the kingdoms of this world by storm, one person 

at a time. 

 

 Everywhere I go I see frustrated, disillusioned men and women of Yahweh with no sense of 

direction and with little hope in Yahshua. My first question to them is: Are you praying in the Spirit 

everyday? Are you listening to Holy Spirit when you pray?  

 

 A current word from Yahweh will heal anyone’s heart.  I pray and read the Bible every day, 

and though there are things I don't understand yet, I believe that I will come into a better 

understanding today when I communicate with the Father. I have learned that walking in the Spirit 

is simpler than falling off a log only when we resist being controlled by the frenzy of our emotions 

and the passion of our flesh. 

 

 If we expect our thought life to be controlled by the Spirit, we must control what and to 

whom we listen. I once heard a well known motivational speaker say, “There are two kinds of 

interpersonal relationships: nurturing relationships and toxic relationships.” A conscious decision 

must be made to abort all toxic relationships. They are energy drainers and potential stumbling 

blocks in the pursuit of Yahweh’s will for our lives. Relationships that are not birthed in the Spirit 

can never produce anything productive in our life. Whose report will we believe? 

 

 I once heard a famous man say, “I don't pay any attention to my press releases. And I don't 

listen to the praise or criticism of others; I just continue to live life as if I am doing better everyday.”  

The good news is we don't have to be concerned about tomorrow until after we have a conference 

with Holy Spirit today. We need to pray in the Spirit more than we pray with our own 

understanding; and in so doing we need to listen to what Yahweh is speaking to us by His Spirit. 

 The Apostolic Ekklesia is a people walking in current revelation knowledge and truth. It is 

not wallowing around in the stench of yesterday's worm-infested manna. It is also governed by an 

Apostolic presbytery made up of the functioning five-fold ordained ministry gifts to the church. 

They might not always be resident in house; but they will always be on call and sent. It is up to the 

local elders to begin to develop relationships with the men and women that can help them 

accomplish the plan and purpose of Yahweh for His people.  Anything else is out of order. 

 

 There is nothing in the scripture that teaches that deacon boards or businessmen, called 

elders or trustees, have the authority or the ability to govern the Ekklesia; however the scripture is 

full of revelation for those who can hear it. The scripture identifies The Apostle as the doma 

ministry gift that provides oversight for every local work in the Bible. Why we would adopt, as 

truth, any form of government that denies Biblical order is far beyond my understanding. 
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 The truth is we have allowed ourselves to be duped and hoodwinked concerning the 

ongoing work and ministry of The Apostle. It is time for us to come to a clear knowledge of the 

truth in this area. It is obvious to me that if anyone studies the Bible, a person will find that the 

integrity of their doctrinal and governmental understanding is flawed in light and revelation of the 

scripture. If we believe anything less than Biblical order concerning foundation and government in 

any area of our lives, how many other areas are we to suppose could be deficient of truth in our 

doctrinal understanding? 

 

 When I came to accept that what my forefathers taught me was tainted with preconceived 

notions of learned hand-me-down information, I became angry at myself for being like most of the 

people I know, followers of the status quo norm instead of thinking for myself. I realized that I was 

nothing more than a clone of whatever man made persuasion I was a part of at the time. 

 

 The leaders of denominations or independent works who have deleted from their doctrinal 

understanding the truth concerning the Five-Fold Ordained Ministry Gifts to the Ekklesia, will stand 

before Yahshua Himself one day and give an account for all the lives they impregnated with 

falsehoods and lies about Yahweh’s government in the Ekklesia. The Amplified Bible says,  

 

Ephesians 4:11-13  

 

11) "And His gifts were varied; He Himself appointed and gave men to us, some 

to be apostles (special messengers), some prophets (inspired preachers and 

expounders), some evangelists (preachers of the Gospel, (traveling 

missionaries), some pastors (shepherds of His flocks) and teachers. 

12) His intention was the perfecting and the full equipping of the saints (His  

consecrated people), [that they should do] the work of ministering toward 

building up Yahshua's body (the church),  

13) [That it might develop] until we all attain oneness in the faith and in the 

comprehension of the full and accurate knowledge of the Son of Yahweh; that 

[we might arrive] at really mature manhood the completeness of personality 

which is nothing less than the fullness of Yahshua, and the completeness 

found in Him."  

  

 The word apostle is not just a title. The apostle is a doma ministry gift of Yahshua to the 

church. To receive the apostle, is to receive one of the men and ministries that Yahshua Himself 

gave to the Ekklesia. To reject the apostle, is to reject the Word and Ministry of Yahshua.  

 

 The word apostle is a noun according to Webster's New Dictionary, and one of the 

definitions of Apostle is: "One who leads a new cause." Another is: "One sent." Since the word 

Apostle is a noun, it is grammatically correct and perfectly acceptable to identify the apostle by his 

proper name. He is a person, not a functioning piece of mechanical equipment. He is a minister, not 

just another hireling professional. He is also a man with a message from the heart of the Father 

pertaining to the government of the Ekklesia. 
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 If you were in need of medical attention, you would not go to a bookstore. You would go to 

the nearest doctor. If you had a personal physician, you probably would call your doctor for some 

free advice. You probably would make an appointment to see your doctor. Why is it that we see a 

ñdoctorò as a person who practices medicine, but we have a problem understanding that ñapostleò 

is the only word that can adequately identify the person who represents Yahweh's foundation and 

government man in our lives?  I am not into titles or empty recognition; but I am convinced that we 

need to receive, honor and respect all of the gifts of men and identify their designation from a heart 

that recognizes authority.   

 

 Apostle is not an arrogant first name. He is a spiritual father and your relationship to him 

should be one of a father/son relationship.  

 

May the Father's heart be heard in the house again. Then we will see Apostolic government in the 

Ekklesia again. The Ekklesia without the Apostle is like a building without a foundation. The 

structure is destined to collapse in ruin when the storm comes. The Twenty First Century Ekklesia 

has been constructed without the oversight of a master builder. Is it any wonder that the foundation 

and substructure lack substance and stability? The Ekklesia without the impartation of foundation 

men in ministry is like a barn built on a dirt floor, with tin walls. It makes for good storage of farm 

equipment and hay, but it fails to provide adequate shelter for anything but rats and snakes. 

 

     The Apostolic Ekklesia is a work established by Apostolic order and is governed by the fivefold 

ordained ministry gifts to the Ekklesia. I believe it is passed time for the Body of Messiah to return 

to Biblical order and submit to Yahweh's plan for building His house. 

 

Hebrews 3:1-6 

 

1) Therefore, holy brethren, partakers of a heavenly calling, consider Yahshua, 

the Apostle and High priest of our confession. 

2) He who was faithful to Him who appointed Him, as Moses also was in all His 

house.  

3) For He has been counted worthy of more glory than Moses, by just so much 

as the builder of the house has more honor than the house.  

4) For every house is built by someone, but the builder of all things is Yahweh. 

5) Now Moses was faithful in all His house as a servant, for a testimony of those 

things which were to be spoken later; 

6) but Yahshua was faithful as a Son over His house whose house we are, if we 

hold fast our confidence and the boast of our hope firm to the end. 
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Chapter 5 
 

I WILL BUILD MY EK KLESIA  
 

 One day Yahshua was talking with His disciples and He asked them, ñWho do men say 

that I am?ò Their reply was, ñSome say you're John the Baptist, some Elijah, and others say, 

Jeremiah or one of the prophets.ò Unfortunately, that is still the reply of many people when asked 

similar questions about Yahshua. Many people don't have any problem relating to a dead prophet 

or someone they revere. But when it comes to relating with the living Man of Yahweh, that's a 

horse of a different color. When Yahshua asked Peter, "Who do you say that I am?ò Peter said, 

ñYou are Yahshua, the Son of the Living Elohim." Yahshua answered and said to him, 

 

Matthew 16:17 

 

17) ...Blessed are you, Simon Barjona, because flesh and blood did not reveal this 

to you, but My Father who is in heaven. 

18) And I also say to you that you are Peter, and on this rock I will build My 

church; and the gates of Hades shall not overpower it. 
 

 ñShall notò is the strongest assertion in the English language. It means: has not, will not and 

cannot in the future. If Yahshua is building the Ekklesia, the forces of hell shall not be able to stop 

Him from completing the work He started over 2000 years ago. If Yahshua is the head of the 

Ekklesia then why is the Ekklesia defeated and losing ground today? The True Ekklesia is not 

defeated or disillusioned. However, the Institutional Church is beaten down, decrepit, emaciated and 

weak. The Institutional Church is governed by heads of organizations called denominations. 

General counsel presbyters or general superintendents direct the organization according to the 

dictates, by-laws and constitutions of that denomination. Some have suggested that in a day when 

major ministries are falling as a result of moral failure and other indiscretions, there is a need for 

self imposed accountability for the protection and stability of the church. 

 

 During the 37 years I have been saved and filled with Holy Spirit, I have not seen that 

denominational churches have produced the kind of relationship or church ministry that Yahshua 

wants us to experience. Without Apostolic government and order man’s best attempt to build His 

Church as He intended is hopeless. There can only be one head at a time. If Yahshua is the head, 

then He is the Father, Boss, and General Building Superintendent. Almost every denomination 

claims Yahshua as their head; however, I'm not sure Yahshua can claim them. If that were possible, 

Yahshua would need psychotherapy because of the multiple personalities they project. Yahshua is 

building a Superstructure Ekklesia on the foundation of His death, His resurrection, and His eternal 

life according to the heart and will of the Father. Nothing can stop the True Ekklesia from growing 

up in all things into Him who is the head, Yahshua. 
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Ephesians 4:11-13 

 

11) And He gave some as apostles, and some as prophets, and some as evange-

lists, and some as pastors and teachers, 

12) for the equipping of the saints for the work of service, to the building up of 

the Body of Yahshua; 

13) until we all attain to the unity of the faith, and the knowledge of the Son of 

Yahweh, to a mature man, to the measure of the stature which belongs to the 

fullness of Yahshua."  
 

 People of Yahweh! It is time we pay proper tribute to Yahshua as the head of the Ekklesia 

and Sovereign of our lives. If Yahshua is the head, then everything that goes on at our gatherings 

must be ordered by the Head. Everything that enters the Ekklesia must come through the door, 

Yahshua. If we have an agenda or a program that is not birthed out of praying in the Spirit, we 

should immediately abort our agenda for His and disconnect the life support system to the programs 

we have created, and let them die. 

 

Ephesians 2:19-22 

 

19) So then you are no longer strangers and aliens, but you are fellow citizens 

with the saints, and are of Yahwehôs household,  

20) having been built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Yahshua 

Himself being the corner stone,  

21) in whom the whole building, being fitted together is growing into a holy 

temple in the Lord; 

22) in whom you also are being built together into a dwelling of Yahweh in the 

Spirit. 
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Chapter 6 
 

THE APOSTOLIC FATHERS  
 

 The time has come to address the real issues at hand. The Apostle is not just another figure 

head leader in a confused, mixed-up system of government. If we are to understand what Yahweh is 

saying and doing in the earth today, we must be joined to Apostle and Prophets. The order of any 

house is established through the father; and the Apostle represents the spiritual father of the works 

that he establishes. The scripture says in Matthew 23:9, ñAnd call no man your father upon the 

earth: for one is your Father, who is in heavenò
1
; however, that does not change the function of an 

Apostle. None of my spiritual sons call me father, but they do recognize that I represent the heart of 

the Father in the Ekklesia and ministry. The relationship that I have with the men and women that 

Yahweh has joined by the Spirit to me is that of a spiritual father/son relationship in some cases. 

This means accepting the responsibility associated with raising young men and women up to 

continue to fulfillment of Yahshua’s ministry; not unlike the relationship of Paul and Timothy. 

 

 If Yahweh's family is ever going to be established, we must return to the family life that man 

enjoyed in the Garden of Eden. The garden life was one of close, intimate, personal relationship 

with Yahweh and one another. The family life of the garden could have been the ultimate 

expression of family life. If Adam would have provided a proper covering by walking in authority, 

Eve would not have been in that sector of the garden on the day of the fall of man and family. I am 

convinced that if Adam would have been the man, husband, and father he was created to be, we 

would not be experiencing the rapid deterioration of the family we see in our society today.  

 

 A conservative estimate of 52% divorce rate, 70% of our inner-city children fatherless, and 

an overall social acceptance of counter cultural beliefs which is fueled by political correctness and 

the news media. Both are designed to condition the American public that homosexual conduct and 

headship by women is right and acceptable. The scripture is very clear on Yahweh's position 

concerning homosexuality, as well as sexual immorality. The scripture also teaches that when 

women and children rule, it is the curse of Yahweh in the earth.  

 

Isaiah 3:12   
 

O My people! Their oppressors are children, and women rule over them. O My people! Those 

who guide you lead you astray, and confuse the direction of your paths.

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 Brothers and Sisters, I appeal to you in Yahshua's name, do not get caught up in the 

avalanche of propaganda that the national political arena is shoving down our throats. 

  

 I'm not trying to lessen the value and importance of women in service to the Body of 

Yahshua, but we must deal in truth, which is fitting for the Ekklesia. It is a great temptation to yield 

to the spirit forces at work in our society today in the name of fairness, equality and personal rights. 

I believe that every person, male or female, has a place in the Body of Yahshua. We are all being 

equipped for the works of service to build up the Body of Yahshua. Please understand that I am not 

venerating one doma ministry gift over another, but I am establishing truth concerning the order of 

Yahweh. There are those who will argue against apostolic order and Kingdom government who will 

find themselves alienated and isolated from the present day move of Yahweh. 

 

 It is not my desire to make all other ministry gifts feel insignificant or unimportant. But 

when the operation of the Ekklesia has been so far removed from Yahweh's government, there has 

to be a radical position taken to adjust the attitude, posture, and destiny of The True Ekklesia. 

 

 In the near future every man will be joined to an apostle (spiritual father) at some level. An 

apostle will be related to every local work that is hearing and obeying the voice of Yahweh, or an 

Apostle will be speaking into every ministry hearing the heart of the Father. There are so many 

things out of order within the Church; we must return to Yahweh’s purpose of apostolic order. The 

apostle is one of the only ministry gifts that is ordained and anointed to set doctrine and establish 

order in the house of Yahweh. Just like the high priest of the Levitical system of priesthood was the 

only one to do particular things like entering into the Holy of Holies, the apostle functions in a par-

ticular anointing which carries with it an understood level of delegated authority. 

 

 We need to deal in truth concerning all things and we need to hear what the Spirit is saying 

to the Ekklesia today.  

 

 

Revelation 2:11, 17, 29; Revelation 3:6, 13, 22 

 

He, who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. 

 

 The truth is that what Yahweh said yesterday for the Ekklesia, isn't going to work today. If 

you cannot hear what Yahweh is saying to the Ekklesia today, at least consider the scriptures that 

identify the place, part and function of the apostle. 

 

Malachi 4:5-6  

  

5) Behold, I am going to send you Elijah the prophet before the coming of the 

great and terrible day of the Lord.  

6) And he will restore the hearts of the fathers to their children, and the hearts 

of the children to their fathers, lest I come and smite the land with a curse." 

 

 Let us all consider what it means to see the curse of Yahweh in all the land. It will be greater 

than the judgment that is already here.  
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Let your heart turn toward the Apostles that Yahshua is sending to you today. Submit yourself and 

begin to understand the plan of Yahweh concerning your life and ministry today. For some of you, 

identifying your spiritual father will be difficult, but it is not impossible. We all need to be related to 

other apostolic ministries. Even apostles need to be related to other apostles. 
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Chapter 7 
 

BUILDING ON THE FOUNDATION OF APOSTLES & 

PROPHETS 
 

 A building no matter where it is located is no greater than its foundation. I have heard so 

many variations of this revelation; I have often wondered why it has taken us so long to get it right.  

 

 As I reflect back over the days of my early childhood, I realize how much truth is really 

involved in this statement. My life was built upon shifting sand until I came to know Yahshua as my 

Sovereign Savior. Even the clearing of the rubble and repairing of the foundation was a slow and 

meticulous project. Over the years, Yahweh has taken me from barely surviving the last crisis to 

being established on the solid rock foundation. I can truthfully say that my life represents stability. 

 

 Throughout my life, Yahshua has sent people into my life who have contributed to the repair 

of the foundation. However, I never really knew how much I needed a spiritual father until after I 

was a grown man, well on my way in the ministry. A father/son relationship was something that I 

did not have in the natural. A father to speak into my life, bringing correction where needed, was 

something for which I longed. 

 

 If your heart is pure before Yahweh, He will send men who are Apostles across your path to 

speak into your life. Everyone who has spoken into your life is not your father. There are those who 

water us in life, and who may never speak into our lives again.    

 

 We have attempted to replace the challenge of relationship with the tape and book ministries 

of our favorite mentor. I can assure you, that unless you relate to an Apostle and not just any man of 

Yahweh who you love and respect, you will grow weary in well doing and frustrated with your 

relationships.   

 

 The apostle is ordained by Yahweh to speak into your life, bishop your soul and watch for 

your life. Other doma ministry gifts may or may not have the authority to tamper with your life in 

that way; but they all have a big part in your development. Building on the apostle's foundation is 

simply building on the principle truths and character that have been imparted to you by the apostle 

with whom you are joined to by the Spirit of Yahweh. 

 

 If the apostle with whom you are related is operating under the authority of Yahshua the 

Chief Apostle and High Priest, as well as related to other men of Yahweh, I believe that you have 

very little with which to be concerned. 

 

 There seems to be a great deal of concern about the level of authority in which the apostle 

operates in the Ekklesia. The truth of the matter is there are those who don't like the idea that they 

are going to have to change and submit to the order of Yahweh after so many years in the full time 

ministry. 
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       I challenge you to begin to research the truth of this book for yourself.  I believe you will 

come to the same conclusions I have, that we are going to have to return to Apostolic Order if we 

are going to enjoy the blessings of Yahweh's presence and power. Denominations are impotent to 

produce lasting relationships because they represent the harlot church system. 

  

 The Scripture teaches that if you are joined to Yahweh, you are of one Spirit. But if you are 

joined to a harlot, you are one with that prostitute. The prostitution of the institutional church is 

evident. They sell their propaganda everyday to disoriented, confused men and women of Yahweh 

who do not understand why they are so frustrated and empty. 

 

 Men and women of Yahweh, hear the word of the Sovereign. The Ekklesia that Yahshua is 

building, you cannot join. You must be born into it. You must be baptized by the Spirit into it. You 

must be joined at the heart, by the Spirit, with the members of the Body of Yahshua.   

 

 There is no denomination that I know of that is capable of producing family, or father/son 

relationships. It is not possible to produce Apostolic Order in any organization that doesn't even be-

lieve in apostles and prophets. 

 

 There is nothing about denominations or many independent works that promote family. If 

we have been born into Yahweh's family, how can we hold to doctrines and values that alienate and 

isolate fellow ministers, as well as, other members of the household of faith? 

 

1 Corinthians 3:1-13  

 

1) And I, brethren, could not speak to you as to spiritual men, but as to men of flesh, as 

to babes in Yahshua.  

2) I fed you with milk to drink, not solid food; for you were not yet able to receive it. 

Indeed, even now you are not yet able,  

3) for you are still fleshly. For since there is jealousy and strife among you, are you not 

fleshly, and are you not walking like mere men?  

4) For when one says, ñI am of Paul,ò and another, ñI am of Apollos,ò are you not 

mere men? 

5) What then is Apollos? And what is Paul? Servants through whom you believed, even 

as the Lord gave opportunity to each one. 

6) I planted, Apollos watered, but Yahweh was causing the growth. 

7) So then neither the one who plants nor the one who waters is anything, but Yahweh 

who causes growth. 

8) Now he who plants and he who waters are one; but each will receive his own reward 

according to his own labor.  

9) For we are Yahwehôs fellow workers; you are Yahwehôs field, Yahwehôs building. 

10) According to the grace of Yahweh which was given to me, as a wise master builder I 

laid a foundation, and another is building upon it. But let each man be careful how 

he builds upon it. 

11) For no man can lay a foundation other than the one which is laid, this is of Yahshua. 

12) Now if any man builds upon the foundation with gold, silver, precious stones, wood, 

hay straw, 
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13) each manôs work will become evident; for the day will show it, because it is to be 

revealed with fire; and the fire itself will test the quality of each manôs work. 
 

 The revelation contained in these passages of Scripture will change your life if you pay 

close attention to them. The Apostle of the work at Corinth said, I birthed you, and Apollos my fel-

low laborer nurtured you. 

 

 Paul indicated that the local work needed and should receive other apostles and prophets, as 

well as evangelists, pastors and teachers.  

 

He was saying that there is only one ministry and that is Yahshua' ministry. The purpose of 

Yahshua’ ministry is to properly equip the saints for the works of service. If we work together, 

Yahweh will increase us. If every ministry in the world aborted their own agendas and programs, 

and adopted Yahshua's plan and purpose for the Ekklesia, consider where we could be in 10 years. 

 

 It is past time to ask some hard questions of yourself. Is the ministry you are involved with 

promoting family or is it just another organization of clones who look alike, talk alike and react 

alike? Do I have a father/son relationship with my pastor? Is my pastor related to an Apostle? Does 

the local fellowship I attend even believe in Apostles? If so, does The Apostle speak into this work 

periodically? Are the Elders at the local level related to Apostles and Prophet?  
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Chapter 8 
 

THE FUNCTIONING FIVE -FOLD MINISTRY  
 

 

 While it is true that we are moving from one place to another, we must proceed according to 

the plan of Yahweh. Our first few attempts were futile and destructive. I don't know how many hits 

we have remaining at bat, but I fully well intend to continue swinging the bat until I hit a home run. 

This may be the day I hit a grand slam. 

 

 Never before in the history of the Ekklesia have we had such an opportunity before us. If 

you can hear it, this generation has the revelation available to them to bring the body of Yahshua 

into completion. The Ekklesia is ready for change. The world is convulsing with change. Everything 

is changing.   

 

 I believe that you and I have a responsibility to represent the kingdom of Yahweh to the 

world in which we live. Yahshua taught His disciples to pray, ñThy kingdom come Thy will be 

done, in earth as it is in heaven.ò This is not some feeble hopeless prayer to soothe the souls of 

weary disciples who barely understood the kingdom. 

 

 It is a powerful revelation concerning Yahweh's will and purpose for the Ekklesia today. If 

we are going to fulfill the plan of Yahweh for this generation, we must accelerate our ability to hear 

and obey Yahweh. The only way I know to do that is to identify, locate and relate to The Apostle 

Yahweh has joined you to by His Spirit. The next thing we must do is to identify, locate, and abide 

within the pre-appointed boundaries of our habitation. 

 

 If you are a man under command and you are fulfilling the call of Yahweh on your life, then 

you will be able to hear what Yahweh is saying to the Ekklesia today. We must learn to work 

together. The day of Independent Maverick Ministries Incorporated is over, and we must make 

room for The Apostle in our life. He is not a pastor with a religious name. Just because a pastor has 

pioneered a work, does not indicate that he is an apostle. However, an apostle may provide long 

term care at the local level and provide apostolic oversight to other men and ministries. 

 

 It is also time for the Prophets, to identify The Apostles in the house and accept that 

Yahweh has anointed them to identify and work alongside the Apostle. Apostolic fathers are to 

birth and nurture the sons of the house. Yahweh has ordained and anointed the office of the 

prophet to direct, correct, activate, illuminate and to assist the apostolic ministry in building 

character. 

 

 If we are going to see Yahweh move throughout this land the way that He has purposed, we 

are going to have to do things according to the order He prescribes by His Spirit. It has always been 

the order of Yahweh to govern the Ekklesia, and He does that through the five-fold ordained min-

istry gifts to the Ekklesia, under the direction of Holy Spirit. 
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 I heard a man of Yahweh once say, ñThe Apostle governs, the Prophet guides, the 

Evangelist gathers, the Pastor guards and the Teacher grounds.ò While this does not begin to 

explain the function of any of these ministry gifts, it does give you an idea what each gift is 

supposed to be doing in the Ekklesia at the local level. 

 

 These five ministry gifts of Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists, Pastors and Teachers are anoin-

ted or qualified by Holy Spirit to serve the Body of Yahshua as the leadership of the Ekklesia 

locally (regionally, and nationally in some cases). An apostolic presbytery or team of ministers 

might minister internationally together, in the near future. They must function together as one man 

under the authority of the Chief Apostle and High Priest, Yahshua the true master building of the 

house.   

 

 If a local work is not being established by an Apostle, then it is necessary to be related to an 

Apostle who can provide oversight for that work, as well as speak into the life of the ministry gift 

functioning as the Pastor of that work. The Body of Yahshua must have the impartation of all of the 

five-fold ordained ministry gifts, if we are going to grow up in Yahshua the Son and become the full 

grown man of Yahweh He wants us to be. 

 

 If you are involved in pioneering a work and Yahweh has not called you as an Apostle, you 

are out of order unless you are related to apostles and prophets. Brothers and friends can help you 

and watch for your soul. You have no authority to pioneer a local work or lead a Bible study group 

unless you have identified, located and are related to the Apostle. You have left your habitation and 

are in rebellion if you are not sent out, being released by the Apostle.  

 

 If you can hear it, you have gone up presumptuously without orders and will eventually fail 

in your endeavors. Being properly related is important, so do not stop pursuing relationship. 

Everyone needs the Apostle in their life. 

 

 Maybe that is why so many ministers have fallen recently in the battlefield of confrontation. 

Every time another minister fails, it damages the Body of Messiah, bringing great hurt, shame and 

reproach. If every ministry in leadership today were related to the Apostle, there would be fewer 

occurrences of moral failure and indiscretion. If local Elders were properly related to Apostles and 

Prophets Kingdom Government and Apostolic Order would rule their communities. 

 

 It is impossible to force Yahweh's hand of blessing on something that represents 

disobedience and a gross disregard for order.  

 

 As I have said before in this book, the day will come when you will see a father in every 

house. A father speaking into every house or a man with a father's heart in every house. It is long 

overdue for us to clean up Yahweh's house. It must begin with the way we lead Yahweh's people.  

 

 As I travel around the United States it is appalling to see so many things still out of order, in 

light of the wonderful truths that are being revealed and taught in the Body of Messiah today. 

People of Yahweh! It grieves me to think that we are still not ready or fully equipped to finish the 

work that Yahshua began over 2000 years ago.  
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 I don't know about you, but I am personally tired of groping around in the dark wondering 

what Yahweh is up to, while I know in my heart that I have missed it somewhere.  It does not matter 

how hard you try to make it right, there are parts of the puzzle that just don't fit. 

 

       I'm not proposing that the revelation I'm sharing with you is going to be easy to accept 

across the board. However, I am proposing to you that if you want to be a part of the present day 

move of Yahweh, you need The Apostle. 

 

 The day will come when you see apostolic works all over the United States of America and 

the World. The Apostles will bring secure foundation and government in the house of Yahweh. The 

Prophets will bring direction, correction, revelation and activation to the Body of Yahshua. They 

will operate in the local church as a part of the apostolic presbytery.   

  

 They will point to the fathers and identify them in the house. They will refer to and represent 

the father of the house. The Evangelists will be supported by the local Ekklesia and will lead the 

evangelistic outreach of the local and regional work. They will exhort and encourage the Body of 

Yahshua in evangelism. Their gift will add new life to the Ekklesia. The Pastors will feed, tend and 

keep the sheep as shepherds. The Teachers will educate and instruct the local Body of Messiah in 

the finer and more detailed points of doctrine. All of these ministry gifts will represent the vision, 

the heart and ministry of The Apostle. All of these ministries will eventually be supported out of the 

tithes and offerings flowing into the local and regional works. They will govern the local work as an 

Apostolic team of ministers under the authority of The Chief Apostle and High Priest as well as the 

Apostles and sent ones to them.   

 

 My vision is to realize a functioning five-fold ordained ministry and it is already becoming a 

reality. I know that Yahweh has graced the people with whom I am related with the same vision. I 

believe the next generation of Apostles are already born-again and are being raised up. I believe that 

we will represent a new breed of Apostles, Prophets, Evangelist, Pastors, and Teachers.   
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CONCLUSION 
 

 In the event the government of the local fellowship you attend is not set up this way, please 

consider that we are all still growing and it is my desire to educate and equip you with information 

that will carry you well into the 21st century.  Do not judge and criticize your leaders based on the 

information of this book.  
 

 Hear and obey Yahweh for your life and let Yahshua deal with your leaders. Leaders aren't 

perfect and the Body of Yahshua has not arrived at perfection. 
 

 Pray for all of us that we can continue to grow in the grace and knowledge of the truth. 

Please don't reject the contents of this book or simply assign it to Blake L. Higginbotham's personal 

opinion. Hear Yahweh's voice speaking to you today. Who is the man who represents your spiritu-

al father?
